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A Natural disaster is a major adverse event resulting from natural process of the 

Earth,examples are floods, hurricanes,    tornadoes,  volcanic eruptions,    tsunamis, 

and other geologic processes. A natural disaster can cause loss of life or damage 

property, and typically leaves some economic damage in its wake, the severity of 

which depends on the affected population's resilience, or ability to recover and also 

on the infrastructure available. In the month of August 2018, Kerala state and 

Kodagu district in the state of Karnataka witnessed flooding due to heavy rains. 

Nearly 18 lives were lost in the deluge and now a detailed report on the floods reveals 

that this disaster was due to human activities. The finding of the report suggests that 

man-made activities triggered landslides in Kodagu during the floods.  

NSS volunteers and students of KSIT generated fund of Rupees 37,936/ for the 

victims of KODUGU and KERALA and also items required the victims. This amount 

is submitted to the management of KSIT .The faculties of K S Group of Institutions 

donated one day salary for the relief. A total sum of Rs 15 lakh was donated to CM 

relief fund of Karnataka from KAMAVARI SANGA.
